XVI.SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Students are advised that sexual harassment is a violation of federal law and may violate the
civil and criminal laws of the State of California. The following behavior may constitute
sexual harassment: Lewd remarks, whistles, or personal reference to one’s anatomy,
unwanted physical contact such as patting, pinching, or constant brushing against a person’s
body; subtle or overt pressure for sexual favors, persistent and offensive sexual jokes and
comments. Students should refer to the CSUF catalog for guidelines in handling alleged
sexual harassment, in addition to bringing such behavior to the attention of the faculty in the
Department of Counseling.
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
